The Problem – Philemon 1:8-11 
  

1.  Onesimus was a Slave 
2.  Stole Money from Master, Philemon  
3.  Fled to Rome  
4.  Met Paul, Converted to Christ  
5.  Must now Return to Philemon 

 
Paul – Live It, or Don’t – Philemon 1:8, 12-21  

 
Paul takes multiple _________ – Philemon 1:8, 12, 17 

1.  Asks rather than tells Philemon (vs. 8)  

2.  Sends Onesimus back to Philemon (vs. 12) 

3.  Leaves the Decision with Philemon (vs. 17) 

4.  Paul puts His Neck out for Onesimus (vs. 18-19) 

5.  Paul suggests possibly freeing Onesimus (vs. 21)      
  

Philemon – Live It, or Don’t – Philemon 1:21   
 
Philemon Must Use the Information He Has to Make a 
Decision 

1.  Onesimus stole money and ran away  
2.  Philemon has power and right by law to 

punish Onesimus  
3. Philemon being asked to accept Onesimus 

back, possibly free him
